Bakota is a rural location and is far from the frontline, but the selected artists must be aware
that there is a war going on in Ukraine. The partner organisations will take all necessary
steps to ensure - within their possibilities - the best security conditions, but the choice to
participate in the residency, in such a context, is the personal responsibility of the artist.

2. General Information

Applicants to the A Discovery Guide for Recovery Open Call for Residency Artists are
required to go through all the call documentation to understand the project’s focus, the call
and the application process.

Applicants can submit only 1 proposal.

a. About the project

“A Discovery Guide for Recovery” is a project, co-funded by Creative Europe, aimed
at supporting artists and cultural organisations in Ukraine, and to showcase Ukrainian
culture and resilience to a wider audience. The project engages local communities
and Ukrainian and international artists in a collective drafting process to co-create
a provocative artistic guidebook of Bakota that helps the international community
to navigate the complexity of the present times of war in Ukraine. The guide takes
inspiration from the "Sarajevo Survival Guide" produced by a collective of artists
in 1992 during the siege of the city and the "Nonturismo” methodology for
art-based community engagement in rural and fragile areas developed by the
coordinator of this project (Sineglossa). The guide will be distributed throughout
Europe in festivals and book fairs.

Through this open call, we are looking for artists that can contribute to the
creation of itineraries for the guidebook. The proposed itinerary can be
geographical, thematic, speculative, but it must address a relevant issue for
navigating the present situation in Ukraine. We welcome any artistic output
(illustrations, photos, short novels, poems, collages, mixed media, sculpture etc.), as
long as it is conceived in a format which can be included in a printed guidebook.

The publication will be designed in the style of a traditional travel guide with a
mixture of essays, images and image essays. The texts will be in Ukrainian and
English. The art direction and design of the publication will be overseen by a graphic

design studio or individual designer. It will be published together with Fundacja
Ziemniak i.

b. Geographical Context

Today Bakota — a district in Khmelnytsky region, located in Southwestern Ukraine,
near the border with Moldova — is the most popular tourist destination in Ukraine
according to Google searches. But you won't find a town called Bakota on the map
anymore. The history of Bakota ended in 1981, when during the construction of the
Novodnistrovska hydroelectric power station by the Soviet authorities, the town was
completely flooded with water, as were dozens of neighboring towns and villages with
a rich historical and cultural heritage. The price of this reservoir is about 30 flooded
villages, 16 thousand hectares of fertile land, 100 hectares of forest and displaced
residents, and most importantly, the unique centuries-old cultural heritage of the
region.

Now the entire Bakota is under water, and the towns and villages around the Bakota
Bay on the high bank of the Dniester Reservoir are conventionally named after it.

Revitalising it is particularly relevant since Ukraine’s heritage is under attack within
the framework of the Russian’s aggression. As after the flood in the 1980s, people
are again forced to move and this special connection between the past and the
present and between Bakota’s inhabitants and displaced persons should be
recounted.

c. Residency venue: Bakota Hub in Horaivka
(Khmelnytskyi Oblast), Ukraine

The residency location will be Bakota Hub, a cultural center in the town of
Horaivka (Khmelnytskyi Oblast province), in the Ukrainian Bakota district, created in
2021 by the organizers of the Respublica music and street art festival on the basis of
a former abandoned school to provide people from different parts of Ukraine with
space, time, and resources for development and recovery.

Originally created as a space for hosting art residencies, Bakota Hub has since
evolved to serve a much broader purpose, constantly adapting to new challenges
and needs. In 2022, they temporarily suspended artistic activities and turned the hub
into a shelter for internally displaced people for 1.5 years.

Today, those who lived in the hub have successfully integrated into the local
community. In recent years, NGO Territory has developed projects for artists,
youth, veterans and their families, for internally displaced people, and other
communities. Bakota Hub has become a magnet for artists, cyclists, yoga
practitioners, and travelers, serves as a multi-functional space: an art residence, a
platform for cultural and educational lectures, workshops, cultural center, hostel, and
tourist destination, providing time, space, and resources for the recovery and
development of diverse audiences. It is a year-round retreat for people from across
the country seeking both personal and professional growth.

Over the past three years, the number of tourists visiting the town of Horaivka
has tripled, attracting young people and families who have already purchased

homes and moved to the village. Ten murals, numerous artworks, and a local
museum have been created, turning the village into a vibrant cultural hub.

Bakota Hub offers accommodation in rooms for 1-2 people. There are shared
shower and toilet facilities available. A shared kitchen equipped with all
necessary appliances is also available, with open access for all participants. Also, the
place is equipped with Wi-Fi and various household amenities needed for living. The
hub has three multipurpose halls that can be used for work. These halls are
equipped with everything necessary, including a projector, screen, TV, speakers,
microphones, microphone stands, sound equipment (mixer), musical
instruments, easels, and more.

d. Accessibility

The Discovery guide consortium is committed to ensuring equal opportunities for all
artists, including those with physical, mental, developmental, or sensory disabilities.
The residence venue Bakota Hub is wheelchair accessible. However, despite our
best efforts, other places in Bakota district are not fully accessible, due to the
unique geography (there are slopes, difficult ascents, and very steep descents to the
river). We recommend contacting us (info@sineglossa.it ) to discuss the kind of
support you would require and to understand if this open call can fit your accessibility
needs.

e. Partners

Sineglossa (ITA) is a cultural organisation, based in Ancona and Bologna, that
promotes the emerging of new models of sustainable development by applying
contemporary art processes. Through the contamination between humanistic and
scientific disciplines, we search for beautiful, sustainable and inclusive solutions. We
create hybrid ecosystems involving artists, scientists, entrepreneurs and humanists —
but also universities, public administrations and local communities. We believe in the
fundamental social role of culture and strive to promote culture-based innovation. We
are an official partner of the New European Bauhaus and curate Mangrovia, a
magazine that tells other stories about culture, technology and society.

Fundacja Ziemniaki i (PL) is a Warsaw-based cultural organisation and not-for-profit

and curators. We believe that there is no future without culture. That's why we’re
driven to work together on improving access, visibility, and working conditions in the
creative arts, and encouraging their positive role in an open and free society.

Khmelnytskyi Regional Youth Public Association ‘Territory (UKR) (Instagram) —
is an institution that implements cultural, educational, and social projects aimed at
developing local communities, cities, and regions. The organization actively promotes
cross-sectoral interaction to foster the growth of communities and territories. In
recent years, its activities have focused on the development of small territories
through cultural and tourism projects, particularly the development of the Bakota
region, where the organization’s art residency Bakota Hub is located.

3. Open call details

a. What is offered

This open call for Artist Residencies offers 6 residency opportunities. The
residency will take place between September and November 2025 for a period of 2
weeks (exact dates will be discussed with the selected participants).
Beneficiaries of this open call will receive:
o fee 3.000€
e residency travel to Bakota Hub (Horaivka, Khmelnytskyi Oblast, Ukraine)
e hospitality at the Bakota Hub (Horaivka, Khmelnytskyi Oblast, Ukraine)
during 2 weeks of residence
e training on the project methodology supported by the partner
organizations in Warsaw (travel costs are covered by the partners)
artistic curatorial and tutoring feedback sessions
Network and exchange opportunities with other residency artists at Bakota
Hub in Ukraine
an international publication
international dissemination of the produced artworks in festival and book
fairs

b. Admissibility and Eligibility Criteria

The selected artists:

e must be individual artists (duos and collectives are not eligible)

e can be active in any field (illustration, writing, photography, artistic research,
etc)

e must be citizens of EU Member States (including overseas countries and
territories) as well as of the non-EU Participating Countries in the Creative
Europe Programme. In both cases, the origin of the artist can be proven
either by the nationality or, for permanent residents, by a valid permit of
residency.

Each artist is responsible for their own VISA, if requested by the origin
country.

e must have a working knowledge of English

The Discovery Guide consortium partners, their affiliates, employees or permanent
collaborators are not eligible for funding within this open call.

Special attention will be given to artists with previous experience in collaborating
with communities.

c. Expectations for other eu-nationalities applicants

Selected artists will commit to producing content for an artistic guidebook, which will
take the form of a “unconventional” touristic guide that subverts the classic category
of tourist book. As a source of inspiration artists can explore the Nonturismo
guidebook (excerpt in Annex 1) and the Sarajevo Survival Guide (in Annex 2).

In particular artists will:

e join a three-day capacity building activity in Warsaw in 14-17 July 2025;

e take part in a two-week artistic residency (in a period between September
and October 2025) at Bakota Hub (Horaivka, Khmelnytskyi Oblast, Ukraine).
The selected artists will participate in community meetings, meet stakeholders
and participate in community life engaging with locals;

e produce (or develop from previous researches) an original (unpublished)
and independent artwork conceived as an itinerary that will be included
in the guidebook as part of it. The itinerary can be geographical, thematic,
speculative, but it must address a relevant issue for navigating the present
situation in Ukraine. We welcome any artistic output, as long as it is
conceived in a format which can be included in a printed guidebook.

e lead a one day workshop for 10 artists/cultural professionals (workshop
location and exact dates will be discussed with the selected artists)

d. Expectations for Ukrainian applicants

The selected artists will have to co-create, together with a facilitator and the local
community, the contents for an artistic guidebook of Bakota, which will take the form
of a “unconventional” touristic guide that subverts the classic category of tourist book.
As a source of inspiration artists can explore the Sarajevo Survival Guide (excerptin
Annex 1) and the Nonturismo guidebook (Annex 2).

In particular artists will:

e join a three-day capacity building activity in Warsaw in 14-17 July 2025

e participate in at least 5 community meetings in the Bakota Region (in a
period between July and October 2025) during which the artists, together with
the facilitators, will lead the participants in a specific laboratory to collectively
draft part of the content of the guidebook

e take part in a minimum two-week artistic residency (in a period between
September and October 2025) with the local community and international and
Ukrainian artists at Bakota Hub (Horaivka, Khmelnytskyi Oblast), in Ukraine

e produce (or develop from previous researches) an original (unpublished)
and independent artwork conceived as an itinerary that will be included
in the guidebook as part of it. The itinerary can be geographical, thematic,
speculative, but it must address a relevant issue for navigating the present



situation in Ukraine. We welcome any artistic output, as long as it is
conceived in a format which can be included in a printed guidebook.

e lead a one day workshop for 10 artists/cultural professionals (workshop will
be in Ukraine but the location and exact dates will be discussed with the
selected artists)

Consent: a tick box for the applicants to confirm they have read and agree
and comply with the conditions outlined in this Guide for Applicants.
Applicants can submit only 1 proposal.

4. Selection Criteria and Evaluation Process

Our evaluation process is based on the quality of the proposals received, and the criteria of
gender balance and inclusiveness towards artists with disabilities will be taken into account .
For this call, we are looking for the best fit for our project and the challenge defined within it.
Please make sure you provide as many details as you can, emphasizing the key points of
your proposal and their links to the overall aim of A Discovery Guide for Ukraine.

The evaluation of the proposals consists of the following steps:

1.

Eligibility checks: Proposals that do not comply with the eligibility criteria (mentioned
above) will be excluded.

All eligible proposals will be evaluated according to (but not limited to) the following
aspects:

* Artistic experience, based on previous work and the portfolio submitted

* The current proposal and the vision outlined in it. The proposal should describe the
itinerary the artist would like to work at, to be included in the guidebook. The itinerary
can be geographical, thematic, speculative, but it must address a relevant issue for
navigating the present situation in Ukraine.

Individual evaluations of submitted proposals.

Jury Meeting. The Curatorial board of the Consortium partners will meet and select
their finalists.

5. The Jury's judgement will be final and indisputable. We will not be able to send out
individual feedback to unsuccessful applicants.

6. Results will be published on the project website and announced to winning applicants
by the end of May.

7. Following the Jury Meeting, once formal checks and validations have been
completed, selected artists will be informed of their selection and will be expected to
sign a Residency Agreement.

Obecnie Bakota — region w obwodzie chmielnickim, potozony w potudniowo-zachodniej
Ukrainie, niedaleko granicy z Motdawig — jest najpopularniejszym celem turystycznym w
kraju (wedtug wyszukiwarki Google). Jednak samo miasto Bakota nie znajduje sie juz na
mapie.

Jego historia zakonczyta sie w 1981 roku, kiedy wtadze radzieckie, budujgc elektrownie
wodng Nowodnistrowska, catkowicie zalaty miasto woda, podobnie jak dziesigtki
sgsiadujgcych miejscowosci o bogatym dziedzictwie historycznym i kulturowym. W
konsekwencji powstania zbiornika, zatopionych zostato 30 wsi, 16 tysiecy hektaréw ziemi
uprawnej, 100 hektarow lasow.
